The manuscript should start, with an abstract of the paper that summarizes the scope, aims, results and conclusions of the work. Do not head the abstract section with any heading (ex: do not indicate the word Abstract)

Start this paragraph, 10pts after the address of the last affiliation.

1. Format And Type Fonts
To prepare your paper you can either use this document as your template and simply replace this text by your text or follow the instructions reported below 

These instructions are to be followed strictly, and it is strongly advised to use the styles indicated in this document in between square brackets. It is strongly advised NOT to use more formatting or styles in your paper than the ones mentioned here. 

1.1 Format

The book size will be 17 x 24 cm with a type area of 12.5 x 20 cm. Use an A4-size paper:

Left and Right Margins: 4.25 cm, Top and Bottom Margins: 4.85 cm

Please make sure that you do not exceed the indicated type area.

Maximum number of pages for the manuscript is 6 pages, strictly even, including references and figures.

Do NOT include page numbers. Do NOT add Headers or Footers.

1.2 Type font and type size

Prescribed font is Times New Roman, 10 points, with an 11 pts line spacing (1,1 multiple lines), 1 column. [Style: CET Body text]

However, if your text contains complicated mathematical expressions or chemical formulae, you may need to increase the line spacing. Running text should be justified.

The title of the paper should be in Times New Roman, Bold, 14 pt, Centered, with 72 pt before and 6 pts after the paragraph. [Style: CET Title]

The authors names, affiliation and address should be typed in 10 pt. Times New Roman, left justified. [Style: CET Authors, CET Affiliation, CET Address]
2. Section headings

The way chapter titles and other headings are displayed in these instructions, are meant to be followed in your manuscript. 
Level 1: Times New Roman, 12 , Bold, 12 pt spacing before heading, 6 pt spacing after heading  [Style:CET Heading1]

Successive Levels: Times New Roman, 10, Bold, 6 pt spacing before heading, NO spacing after heading,  [Style:CET Headingx]

Do NOT begin a new section directly at the bottom of the page, but transfer the heading to the top of the next page.

3. (Foot)notes

[Style: CET Footnote] – preferably not to be used
(Foot)notes placed at the bottom of the page should fit within the type area. Separate them clearly from the text by adding two lines spaces. Use Times New Roman 9 pt
4. Equations

Make sure that placing and numbering of equations is consistent throughout your manuscript.
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Leave one extra line space above and below the equation, left align the equation and put the number of the equation flush-right, using a Right Tab on the right margin.

5. Illustrations And Tables

5.1 General

Illustrations and tables should be originals or sharp prints. As the manuscript will be reproduced in black-white, any illustration must not use colors. Avoid referencing your text to colored items in the illustrations. All these means will be lost after the printing and will create misunderstanding to the reader. Illustrations and tables should preferably be placed either at the top or at the bottom of the page.

5.2 Tables

Set table number and title flush left above table. Horizontal lines should be placed above and below table headings and at the bottom of the table. Vertical lines should be avoided. Title should use Times New Roman 10, italic, with 12 pt before and 4 pts after the paragraph, left justified at the top of the table. Tables have to be included into the text. If a table is too long to fit one page, the table number and heading should be repeated on the next page before the table is continued. Alternatively the table may be spread over two consecutive pages (first an even numbered, then an odd-numbered page) turned by 90(, without repeating the heading.
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5.3 Figure Captions

Figure 1: Captions should be placed below each illustration, font Times New Roman, Italic, 10 pts, with 12 pt before and 12 pts after the paragraph. Figures and figure captions should be placed flush-left; two narrow figures may be placed side-by-side.

References

Do not number the References paragraph.

References are prepared according to the Harvard style (name/year system).

Please be sure that your references strictly follow the rules here below reported. Otherwise your paper will not be accepted for publication into the volume.  

Citation in the text to literature, is given by the surname of the author(s) followed by the year of publication, e.g. "Smith (1984) has reported ..., which was recently confirmed (Jackson and Sharp, 1986)." For references with more than two authors, text citations should be shortened to the first author followed by "et al.".In the list of References the names and initials of all authors should be mentioned. Two or more references by the same author published in the same year are differentiated by the letters a, b, c, etc. immediately after the year. The references should be listed in alphabetical order in the list of References.
